He wrote three kinds of plays—comedies, tragedies and
histories. Among his famous comedies are The Comedy of Errors, As You Like It, Twelfth
Night and A Midsummer Night’s Dream. Hamlet, Othello, Romeo and Juliet and King Lear
are some of his tragedies while Richard Il, Henry IV, Henry V and Richard Il are history
plays. Apart from these, he also wrote plays based on Roman history like Anthony and
Cleopatra and Julius Caeser. His plays have been translated into many languages and are still
performed the world over.
